incorrectly. Never bypass the load in any circuit. Normally it is acceptable to bypass
switches and some speed controlling resistors. If in doubt, ask your instructor.

1. Ask your instructor to assign you a vehicle equipped with an electric cooling fan
controlled by a relay.

7. Ask your instructor to verify your answers and where you plan to place the fused
jumper wire. Have him/her watch you during the next portion of this task to ensure
no damage is done to the vehicle's electrical system.
