Funding Areas

Nutritionists looking for money to carry out community nutrition programs or for research projects can request funds from selected funding programs. Funding can be obtained from the federal government (such as National Institutes of Health), state governments, or local governments as well as other institutions, philanthropic trusts, and companies (such as Kellogg and the Campbell Soup Company). Nutritionists also can obtain funds from foundations and non-governmental organizations (NGO) to operate or develop food and nutrition programs.
