Test Item Analysis Tally Sheet

Immediately after the administration and grading of a test, it is important to collect information on the responses to each item. For each item, you need to know how many times each alternative was selected—that is, whether the alternative was the keyed (correct) response or not. On a tally sheet, tally each participant’s response to each alternative on each test item. For an example of a recommended tally sheet, refer to Figure A.2.
