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27. SOUTH WOOD COUNTY EMS SYSTEM RESPONSE CRITERIA (SWCEMSS)

 WRFD Paramedics may be dispatched outside of their primary response area when requested by other EMS agencies, providing they are available to respond. Some of the criteria used to activate SWCEMSS are: 

1. Head trauma (patients that may benefit from the use of Mannitol, RSI, or Solumedrol).

2. Difficult airway (patients that may benefit from the use of RSI or surgical interventions).

3. Chest trauma (patients that may benefit from the use of needle decompression or pericardiocentesis).

4. Serious trauma (patients that may benefit from the use of RSI, Solumedrol, or pain management).

5. Altered level of consciousness (patients that may benefit from the use of RSI).

6. Unstable cardiac dysrhythmias (patients that may benefit from cardioversion, pacing, and/or cardiac medications and maintenance meds). 

7. MCI (mass casualty incident).

Notes: 

-This is not an all-inclusive list by any means.

-NCRTAC Guidelines may also be used as criteria to activate SWCEMSS.
